From the desk of Pastor Dave Childress

In times of trouble | often turn to the Bible and read something that
contributes to either a solution or to peace of mind. In many instances the Biblical
"advice" that | receive is so powerful that | feel as though | had been shot from a
cannon. Actually, it would be more accurate to drop one of the “n’s” from the
word and say that | had been shot from a “canon.”

Canon refers to regulation or dogma decreed by a Church council. It also
means the authoritative books accepted as Holy Scripture. It is probably no sur-
prise to you that several different versions of the Bible are available and “canon”
is a debatable term.

Sometime between 275 and 100 BC, the Old Testament was translated from
Hebrew into Greek at Alexandria, Egypt. This translation was called the Septua-
gint (or LXX) because, as legend informs us, seventy Jewish scholars were cho-
sen to translate the Law of Moses into Greek. They worked independently, but
when they compared their work, every word translated by each scholar was iden-
tical to the others. This was taken as a heavenly sign that the translation was
righteous.

The Eastern Orthodox and Roman Catholic church include all of the Septua-
gint into their canon. Some bibles used by Protestants have a special section
called the Apocrypha for these books, while most just exclude them. Our Old
Testament dates back to the ancient Jewish, or Palestinian books.

There are many other books that various church councils have found to be
"fake" or unworthy of inclusion in the Bible. There are enough of them to keep Dan
Brown busy for a lifetime! These are called “Gnostic Gospels” because most all of
them involve secret knowledge departed to just a few people who can understand
it. The books of Judas, Thomas and Mary are just a few.

My favorite version of the Bible is the Oxford New Revised Standard Version. It
has both the Palestinian (Traditional Protestant Old Testament) and Alexandrian
(Apocrypha) based Scriptures included. It has its roots in the King James Version,
but has been revised several times based on archeological discoveries of older
texts than the source material used when the King James version was put to-
gether. The NRSV (New Revised Standard Version) has incorporated material
found in the Dead Sea Scrolls, Qumran and Greek Orthodox sources. The Policies
Committee of the NRSV sums up their translation philosophy as being "literal as
possible, as free as necessary."
